Agrement Sambata de Sus

Herghelia

Caii lipitani aduna pe mosia lor de la Sambata de Jos multi vizitatori. Turisti romani si strdini vin
aici sa vada spectacole la cerere care sunt regizate de dresori profesionisti si dureaza chiar si o ora.
Demonstratiile de dresaj fac mai ales deliciul copiilor, iar n trasurile la care sunt inhamati doi sau patru
cai se pot face plimbari, la un pret rezonabil, in zonele invecinate sau intr-o padure special amenajata, ce
se afla la patru kilometri distanta de grajdurile hergheliei. Aici se organizeaza concursuri si cursuri de
calarie.

The Lipizzaner stud farm gathers many visitors throughout the year. The Romanian and foreign
tourist come here to see the spectacles which are organized on request and held by professional
trainers. The shows can last even for an hour. The training demonstrations are an attraction especially
for children. The visitors can even take either a tour with the carriages in a nearby forest found at four
kilometers away, at a reasonable price, or riding classes and organize different equitation contests.

Cetatea Fagaras (in germana Fogarasch) a fost ridicata in secolul XV, pe ruinele unei cetati mai vechi,
care fusese construitd n 1310 de Ladislau Apo chiar in centrul orasului. in 1599-1600, Mihai Viteazul si-a
addpostit aici familia (in fata cetétii este statuia Doamnei Stanca). In 1650 au fost terminate lucrarile de
reamenajare si modernizare a vechii constructii si cu acest prilej s-au introdus multe influente ale
Renasterii.

Fagaras fortress

Fagaras Fortress (in German Fogarasch) was built in the 15th century on the ruins of an old castle, which
was built in 1310 by Ladislas Apo in the center of the city. Between 1599 and 1600, Michael the Brave
and the royal family took shelter here (at the castle’s entry there is a statue of Lady Stanca). In 1650
workers completed the upgrading and modernization of the old buildings and on this occasion many
influences of the Renaissance were added.

Biserica fortificata de la Cincsor (in germana: Kleinschenk). Satul Cincsor (comuna Voila) este situat la o
distanta aproximativa de 90 km de Brasov. Construita in secolul XIV, Biserica din Cincsor a fost romanica
la inceput, pentru ca in secolul XV sa se ridice zidurile in stil gotic si sa se Tnceapa lucrarile de fortificare.
Zidurile au forma rectangulard si patru turnuri de aparare. In interior, altarul pictat la 1868 incd mai este
folosit si azi.

The fortified church in Cincsor

Fortified church in Cincsor (in German: Kleinschenk). Village Cincsor (Voila commune) is situated at a
distance of approximately 90 km from Brasov on the road that ties Brasov from Sibiu. Built in the 14th
century in the Romanesque style, the church of Cincsor was later fortified with walls and towers. The
walls have a rectangular shape and they are strengthened with four defense towers. Inside, the altar
painted in 1868 is still used today.

Transfagarasan
Transfagardsanul, un traseu cu numeroase minuni ale naturii si atractii turistice, are ca punct de
plecare localitatea Cartisoara (jud. Sibiu), la intersectia cu DN1 si ca punct de sosire Lacul Vidraru si



localitatea Arefu (jud. Arges). Perimetrul din jurul lacului a fost declarat rezervatie naturald (180 ha). Aici
avem sansa de a admira: capra neagra, flori-de-colt, sau rododendroni.

Transfgarasan, a road with numerous natural and touristic attractions, departs from Cartisoara
commune (Sibiu) and has as arrival point Lake Vidraru and Arefu commune (Arges). The lake and its 180
ha surroundings have been declared a natural reservation. Here we can admire the chamois, the
edelweiss or rhododendrons.

Trasee montane

Un drum de o zi pentru pasionatii de munte poate insemna atingerea unor varfuri montane
importante: Varful Galbenelele (2456 m), Varful Vistea Mare (2527 m) si cel mai inalt varf din Romania,
Varful Moldoveanu (2544 m).

Reaching some of the most important mountain tops in Romania is possible in only a one-day
trip. Mountain lovers can reach the Galbenelele Peak (2456 m), the Vistea Mare Peak (2527 m), or the
highest peak in Romania: Moldoveanu Peak (2544 m).
